"There was standing room only at the Riverside Suite on the evening of
Thursday 29th April when around 150 EVRFC members gathered to hear the
management team outline the present financial situation and plans for the future,
both on and off the field.

President Mark Powell, Jonathan Jones and Peter Thomas told members that
the decreased funding from the WRU as a result of relegation translates to a
huge loss of £68000 in income. As Mark stated, "This club is ours, there is no
rich benefactor to come and rescue us any longer. It is up to us, the members,
whether we succeed or not."

The message, loud and clear, was that all supporters need to raise money for
the club, by personal donation, by renewing (maybe even upgrading) their own
membership, by persuading lapsed members to return, recruiting new members,
selling lottery tickets, securing more sponsorship from local businesses, by
using the club as a social setting for entertainment and refreshment.

Although the news about the finances was received sombrely, the mood of the
meeting was positive - helped in no small part when Malcolm Baker pledged
£1000 from the Former Players' Association - with many suggestions from the
floor. It was also raised when Peter Thomas announced that Neil Edwards and
Kristian Owen are returning to the club as coaches and are already working on
player recruitment and planning for a promotion campaign next season.

Just think: the club has about 500 members. If we each raised - in whatever way
we can - an extra £200, we'd give the club a new income of £100,000. It really is
time to show how much Ebbw Vale Rugby Football Club means to us!"
